If you fit into one of the listed concessionary groups, the following activities 
at Crystal Leisure Centre, Halesowen Leisure Centre and Duncan Edwards 
Leisure Centre are half-price: 

• Public swimming and swimming lessons 
• Gyms and gym induction 
• Fitness classes (facility run) 
• Badminton, squash, table tennis and racket ball 
• Pickleball at Crystal Leisure Centre (from 2 January 2024) 
• Coaching courses 
• Four-day advance booking for selected activities 
• Running track at the Dell Stadium: 

• Tickets for a selection of live entertainment at Dudley Town Hall and 
Stourbridge Town Hall 

• Admission to selected events at Himley Hall 
• CD and DVD hire at Dudley Libraries 

How much does it cost? 

• Adults: £12 for 12 months 
• Under 16's: £6 for 12 months 

How to apply-You can apply by calling in-to either Crystal, Duncan Edwards or 
Halesowen Leisure Centre during normal opening hours and completing an 
application form. Alternatively, you can print, complete and return the 
application form below.  
All forms must be returned in person as a photograph will need to be taken of 
you at the time of your application.  Therefore, everyone applying (including 
dependants) must appear in person. 

You will need to bring with you: 

• proof of address (i.e. a recent utility bill with your name and address)

Free swimming for children aged 16 and under during Dudley borough school 

holidays* 

The free swimming scheme will return Tuesday 23 July 2024 to Sunday 1 
September 2024 inclusive. 

Important changes to terms and conditions for free swimming admission! 

• All children under the age of eight must be accompanied into the water by a 
responsible adult aged 18 years of age and above. One adult must accompany no 
more than two children under the age of eight into the water. 

• To be allowed entrance for free swimming children aged eight or over must be 
accompanied and supervised in the leisure centre for the duration of their visit by a 
responsible adult aged 18 years of age and above. The adult does not need to 
supervise the child in the water (unless attending a family swimming session) but 
must remain in the centre at all times and be immediately contactable. If children 
aged 8 and over attend the pool unaccompanied by an adult they may still swim but 
this will be charged at the standard rate. 

• Children can not attend family sessions unless a responsible adult is in the water 
with them. 

• The responsible adult will not be charged a spectator fee. You are welcome to wait 
in the café and use the free Wi-Fi and purchase food and drink. Unfortunately 
bringing your own food and drink is not permitted. Please note that there is no 
longer a cafe at Crystal leisure centre. The seating area has remained open and 
vending machines are available. 

Children aged 16 and under who live in the Dudley borough are eligible to swim for 
free at Crystal Leisure Centre (Stourbridge), Duncan Edwards Leisure Centre 
(Dudley) and Halesowen Leisure Centre during public swimming times (see 
opposite for details). 

Free swimming will be offered during Dudley school holidays. 

To access this offer, registration must be completed prior to visiting the centres. 
Parents or children aged 13 or older can sign up straight away. You will then be 
issued with a QR code which will need to be scanned every time you visit the leisure 
centres. T&Cs apply* 

If children have previously registered they do not need to register again as QR 
codes will still be active. If you have lost your original email and QR code, just click 
on ‘Resend code’ option in the menu at the top of the page. 

Families without access to a computer or internet can sign up at any of the 
borough’s libraries. 

The centres also offer family fun disability sessions specifically for 
youngsters with disabilities or special educational needs. Session times 
are available in the swimming pool links opposite.

Planet Play 
At Duncan Edwards and Halesowen Leisure Centres 
Planet Play is for our younger centre users and is an exciting adventure play area, 
comprising two sections for Halesowen and three sections for Duncan Edwards, which 
can accommodate young toddlers and children under the age of 11 years, with a 
maximum height of 148cm. 
 
The toddler area has been designed specifically for the under 3s, with equipment which 
are both stimulating and safe and tailored to meet the requirements of our youngest 
visitors. 
For the over 3s, Halesowen has a two-tiered soft play section which is filled with state 
of the art equipment boasting three slides and a unique cyber tower. The tower has two 
separate vertical obstacle courses which can be used by one child on their own, or two 
children can compete against each other in a race to the top and back. A clock on the 
outside of the towers records the times of each child and will display the competitors 
time. 
Duncan Edwards has a three-tiered soft play section for the over 3s, which is filled with 
state of the art equipment boasting slides crawl tubes, rope bridges, balance beams, 
cargo nets, and a large wavy slide. 
 
All children must be accompanied at all times by a responsible adult aged at least 
16 years of age.  
Please see our 'Rules of play' for further information and guidance. 
 

SEN sessions 
At Duncan Edwards, there is a SEN soft play session every Wednesday from 5.00pm - 
6.00pm 
At Halesowen, there is a SEN soft play session every Monday from 4.30pm - 6.00pm

The CEA Card is available to applicants aged 5 years and above. 

To apply, you will need: 

• Proof of eligibility 
• A photo 
• Payment of £6.00 

You will need your previous card number if you wish to renew your CEA Card. 

You can pay for your card online or by post. 

Eligibility 

To apply, the person requiring assistance must be 5 years of age or 
older and be in receipt of one of the following: 

• Disability Living Allowance (DLA) 
• Attendance Allowance (AA) 
• Personal Independence Payment (PIP) 
• Adult / Child Disability Payment (ADP / CDP in Scotland) 
• Armed Forces Independence Payment (AFIP) 

Or hold: 

• Severely Sight Impaired Registration (formerly Registered Blind) 
• Sight Impaired Registration (formerly Partially Sighted) 

When applying for a Card please send or upload the awarding letter from 
DWP or a statement confirming receipt of the allowance for the applicant 
dated within the last 12 months. 

Alternatively, for Severely Sight Impaired or Sight Impaired applicants, please 
send or upload certification for the person requiring assistance.
